HISTORY:

The South African Air Force (SAAF) received the first of 16 Mirage IIICZ interceptors, serial number 800 in April 1963. The CZ’s were operated by No.2 Squadron at Hoedspruit AFB (near the border between South Africa and Mozambique) until their retirement in October of 1990. Some of the aircraft were placed in museums around the country, while 800 was kept in flying condition and used in the SAAF 75th (1995) Anniversary celebrations, performing flight displays (including a tailslide) around the country. The aircraft is still flying and gave a similar display at the SAAF 80th (2000) Anniversary airshow.
