DASSSAULT-MIRAGE III EZ  Nr 3 SQUADRON S.A.A.F.

The Mirage III EZ is the fighter-bomber version of the IIIC. This aircraft is painted in the colours of the Nr 3 Squadron of the South African Air Force. The aircraft were later upgraded to Cheetahs by Denel Aircraft Co. (formerly Atlas), but the Mirage III is still considered by many to be one of the most beautiful aircraft ever designed.

This model features moving landing gear, as well as shining landing lights.
It also includes a panel modified from the standard FS98 737-400 panel, but with a few gauges added:

1. Basic GPS-system – Just enter the co-ordinates of your destination, click on the A/P-switch and the heading will be set automatically. The upper display indicates the current position.

2. Airspeed-indicator – Display turns red at supersonic speed.

3. Altimeter – Displays altitude in feet above ground level (“AGL”).

4. True heading indicator

INSTALLATION

Just copy the Mir3v3-folder to your Aircraft-folder in FS98; unzip the Gauges.zip to your Gauges-folder in FS98 and that’s it !

PLEASE NOTE: ALTHOUGH THIS IS A FS98-AIRCRAFT. YOU NEED TO RUN THE FS98-CONVERTER FOR THE PANEL TO WORK PROPERLY, BUT YOU DON’T NEED TO CONVERT THE AIRCRAFT.
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
