Cheetah C #342 “Spotty”

Information of Spotty has been collected with permission from the IPMS S-A web page.

“Spotty” is probably the best known aircraft of the SAAF and it has highlighted the Cheetah C's agility and capabilities to the rest of the world in a manner no one in the SAAF could have ever predicted.
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The Air Force of South Africa is the second oldest in the world and celebrated its 75th anniversary in 1995. To pay tribute to this unique milestone, the SAAF embarked on a series of air shows at all the operational airbases around South Africa. A number of Sqdns received permission to have some of its aircraft painted in different anniversary paint schemes. No 342 was the second Cheetah C delivered to 2 Sqdn, on 13 January 1993. During 1995 the aircraft got its now famous Spotty paint scheme at the Atlas Aviation paint shop. At airshows during the SAAF 75 years celebrations, Spotty went on to be the big star. The beautiful artwork of very complex design became a firm favourite of aviation enthusiasts worldwide. No 342 featured in all leading aviation publications during 1995 and retained it's popularity with aviation photographers, till this day.

After SAAF 75 the aircraft received the addition of a "tail" to the "Spotty" artwork. The "tail" replaced the SAAF 75 logos on the vertical stabiliser. This is the so-called "current Spotty" with the SAAF 75 version, referred to as the "original Spotty". The current Spotty still retains the SAAF 75 logo on the bottom of the wing. Both paint schemes have been included.

Spotty’s last flight as operational fighter was on 21 June 2002.  After a very low and slow fly past to members of 2 Sqdn, as a kind of tribute to 2 Sqdn who created a modern South African aviation icon, the OC of 2 Sqdn, advanced the throttles and pointed the nose in the direction of Pretoria. Spotty is now retired from operational use and is preserved at the SAAF Museum Swartkop, without the risk of attrition that operational flying pose .

The aircraft:

The Cheetah C is the ultimate development of the Mirage III family made by Denel (former atlas) in South Africa. The Cheetah is a modern strike fighter with capabilities that can match  and in some fields even surpass US fighters like the F-16.

The successful Cheetah programme is an impressive achievement by the South African aviation industry. The programme started out as an upgrade of existing Mirage III aircraft into Cheetah D and E aircraft and later to the more advanced C model. The Cheetah C is fitted with high-tech radar, avionics and the latest weapons to make it a formidable opponent to even later fighter aircraft. As the only modern fast jet fighter aircraft in service on Sub-Saharan Africa, the aircraft is unique in a number of aspects

The Cheetah C is a pilot's delight and offers significant performance in a modern fighter package. All the Cs were constantly refined over the years and the latest addition is a special anti radiation coating on the canopy windscreen. The Cheetah C is South Africa's current front line aircraft. It is scheduled to remain in service until at least 2012.

INSTALLATION

There are two ways to install these textures.  The first is to make an

entirely new aircraft folder for the Cheetah and the second is to add 

these as an optional set to the already installed aircraft.  Both require 

about the same amount of work but the second uses less hard drive space.

First method: Install as an entirely new aircraft

A) Make a new folder under \aircraft and name it "Cheetah C Spotty" (or something 


like that; just so it's different than the original)

B) Copy all of the files and folders from the original Cheetah C folder to 


the new one

C) Extract the texture files in this zip file to the \texture folder of the 


new aircraft.  Overwrite as necessary.

D) Edit the aircraft.cfg of the new Cheetah so that the [fltsim.0] section 


reads as follows: (the title, ui, and atc lines were changed to 


differentiate)
